Short Description

This data collection includes interviews that were carried out with senior leaders, governors and parents as part of an in-depth, multi-sited, case study investigation of school governance in England. Interviews were carried out over a period of 18 months between January 2013 and May 2014. Interviews were conducted across nine schools including two free schools, three converter and sponsor academies, one foundation school and three local authority maintained schools.
All interviews were transcribed verbatim. The names of participants, schools and key locations, including the names of any streets, counties or regions mentioned, have been anonymised using pseudonyms.
[bookmark: _GoBack]There are several separate files in this dataset. The bulk of them contain transcribed interviews from the participating schools. The files as listed as ‘Ballards Wood’, ‘Bloomsbury’, ‘Canterbury’, ‘Child’s Hill’, ‘Millard’, Montague’, ‘Moorhead’, ‘Richford’ and ‘Wingrave’.
There is also an additional file entitled ‘Context’ which you are advised to read before accessing the above files.  This file contains the following important information:

· Data set: A spreadsheet with details on each interview participant, including ‘Interview ID’, ‘Gender’, ‘Occupation’, ‘School’ and ‘Position on Governing Body’.
· Interview schedule: A copy of the interview schedules tailored for different participants.
· Outputs: Details on existing and forthcoming outputs related to the project.
· Participant consent form: A copy of the consent form provided to interview participants. 
· Project information sheet: A copy of the information sheet provided to interview participants.
· Table of schools: A table detailing the specific arrangements for each participating school, including information on ‘Location’, ‘Phase of Education’, ‘Type of Establishment’, ‘Collaboration and Federation’, ‘Admissions Criteria’ and ‘Recent Ofsted Rating’ (Ofsted refers to the school’s inspectorate in England).
