Combination Rules in Information Integration

The purpose of this experiment is to test how people integrate multiple pieces of information, and how people make a judgment. 

Your participation in this experiment is entirely voluntary and you may withdraw at any time without any negative consequences. 

The requirements for this study are normal or corrected-to-normal vision (for example, normal vision with glasses) and English fluency.

In this experiment, you may be presented with a few pieces of information, such as pictures and sentences, and asked to make judgements about possible events. The experimental session will last an hour or less.

Following the experiment, you will receive a debriefing sheet and will have the opportunity to ask questions of the experimenter.

There are no significant forseeable risks in this experiment. Your data will be stored for ten years or for five years after publication, whichever is longer. We will not have any links between your name and the data you produce. In addition, anonymous data may be provided to other researchers who request it. Following this time period, the paper records and electronic data will be destroyed.
