Introduction
You are being invited to take part in an interview as part of a research project which is studying the work of architects. The study will run for three years (2015-2018) and is funded by the Economic and Social Research Council (ESRC) who are an independent UK research council.

What is the purpose of the study?
The study will focus on the design and build of social and health care settings. The aim is to understand how architects translate ideas about health and wellbeing into the design of buildings, and also to explore how they collaborate with others involved in the production of new builds. We seek to identify challenges involved in designing and overseeing the construction of health and social care settings. We also want to understand the processes of collaborative working in these settings and will therefore interview architects, planners, operators, regulators and others involved in the work of design and construction of buildings for care.
Do I have to take part?

Nobody has to take part in the study. Taking part is entirely voluntary. You can withdraw from the study at any time prior to the publication of findings, and do not have to give us a reason.
What would happen if I agreed to take part?

If you decided to take part in an interview, you would be asked to sign a consent form. You would then be given a copy of the signed consent form and this information sheet to keep. We would arrange an interview that should take about between 60 – 90 minutes. You can choose not to answer specific questions and you can stop the interview at any time. With your permission we will audio-record the interview.

Is the research confidential?

Your involvement in the study would be kept strictly confidential and you would remain anonymous. The audio recording of the interview will be transcribed by a professional transcriber who has signed a confidentiality agreement. The transcript will be made anonymous and stored securely for data analysis by the research team.
What will happen to the results of the study?

The results of the study will be presented to professional, policy, and academic audiences at conferences, exhibitions and workshops. We will also publish the findings in practitioner and academic journals. We will also publish reports which will be publically available online (for example, on the project website https://www.york.ac.uk/sociology/research/current-research/nettleton,-daryl-martin-chrissy-buse/). When we publish the results of the study, we will use anonymised excerpts from the field notes to illustrate the findings.
Where interviews are recorded these will be offered to the UK Data Archive which is a national resource funded by the ESRC. Archived data would be careful managed and subject to strict regulations and may be used by other researchers in the future. You can opt out of this.

This research has been reviewed and approved by the Economics Law Management Politics and Sociology Research Ethics Committee at the University of York.
