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Introduction
People are normally very good at recognising familiar faces (i.e., faces of friends, colleagues or famous people) but relatively poor at recognising faces that are unfamiliar to them (Hancock, Bruce & Burton, 200). In particular, people are very poor at recognising faces of other races. This experiment will examine how well people can recognise faces of other races, and differences in eye-movements when looking at own race faces and when looking at other race faces.
What will I be asked to do if I take part?
The experiment will consist of four blocks. In each block there will be a study phase and a recognition phase. In the study phase you will be asked to remember 10 faces. Each face will be presented for 7 seconds. After you see each face you will then be asked to either: 1. Provide a detailed description of the face or 2. Conduct a backwards number counting task. Immediately after the study phase you will be asked to do a recognition test where you will be shown 20  faces and are asked to identify which faces are old (previously seen) or new (never been seen before). We will be recording your eye movements throughout the experiment. 

Will my data be anonymous?
The names of all participants will remain anonymous. You will be asked to sign a consent form but this will not be cross-referenced with any data you provide.
Do I have to take part?
No, you do not have to take part. You can withdraw from the experiment at any point.  However, if you complete the experiment you cannot later withdraw your data as names will not be associated with data responses.
