Weighting Procedures

The data is weighted to ensure that demographic profiles match those for all

adults in Great Britain aged 18 or over. A rim weighting technique is used in

which target profiles are set for five separate demographic variables. The

computer system then allocates a weight to each individual such that the

overall composition of the sample is balanced in terms of the targets set.

The actual weights applied thus vary slightly between surveys; precise figures 

for specific cases are available from BMRB if required.
