Wellbeing and Poverty Pathways Data Archive: ReadMe File

The archived data collection for the Wellbeing and Poverty Pathways project includes qualitative and quantitative data collected in 4 different rounds of fieldwork undertaken in two different locations; Chiawa, Zambia (Zambia T1, Zambia T2) and the Sarguja district, Chhattisgarh state, India (India T1, India T2). Specifically, the archived collection includes the following:

[bookmark: _GoBack]Each of the 4 zipped folders includes the survey (sometimes plus key, and in the case of Zambia T1 plus the Amalgamated Transcription from surveys.xls file with qualitative and descriptive comments from the surveys), the SPSS data file, and the qualitative survey notes of the respective round of fieldwork.


Quantitative Data Notes
The data collection includes 4 SPSS files:
· India T1 Dataset.sav
· India T2 Dataset.sav
· Zambia T1 Dataset.sav
· Zambia T2 Dataset.sav

Files are in *.sav format, and can be accessed using IBM SPSS Statistics Software. Files were saved using SPSS v.21, registered to the University of Bath.

India Datasets
India T1 Dataset is the cleaned data for the first timeframe of surveys that took place during the period between February–May 2011 in the Sarguja district, Chhattisgarh state, India. India T2 Dataset is the cleaned data for the second survey that took place during the period between February–June 2013 with the respondents from the T1 survey.

The India Datasets are arranged so that each row represents a couple, or a single person household. The unique ID Code is present for the first the female of the couple (Variable name: FCPLSWID) and again for the male of the couple (Variable Name: MCPLSWID).

Variables are shown in the order they appeared on the original survey, and SPSS files contain a description of the question in the variable information. Each variable has been coded to show the supplied response to each question.

Missing data values are given as either 88 or 99, and coded as missing values within the SPSS file.

Zambia Datasets
Zambia T1 Dataset is the cleaned data for the first timeframe of surveys that took place during the period between August–November 2010 in Chiawa, Zambia. Please note that there are some serious issues with the reliability of the Inner Wellbeing (IWB) section of this survey. We therefore do not recommend that the IWB data in the  Zambia T1 dataset is used in further analysis.

Zambia T2 Dataset is the cleaned data for the second survey that took place during the period between August–October 2012 with the respondents from the T1 survey. 

The Zambia Datasets are arranged so that each row represents a single person of a couple. Unique ID Codes are shown in the variable “CPLSWID”, and contain five number characters. The first three characters indicate the couple number, and the fourth and fifth characters indicate the sex of the respondent, where 01 denotes a male, and 02 denotes a female. For example, a CPLSWID code that contains 00302 would indicate the third couple in the survey (003) and marks the responses from the female of the couple (02).

Variables are shown in the order they appeared on the original survey, and SPSS files contain a description of the question in the variable information. Each variable has been coded to show the supplied response to each question.

Missing data values are given as either 88, -99, or 99, and coded as missing values within the SPSS file.


Qualitative Data Notes
The qualitative survey notes were hand-written or recorded on digital recorders following simultaneous translation into English (in Zambia) and Hindi and/or English (in India) and these were then digitised (in English). They were the comments made by people giving more background to explain specific survey responses. All qualitative notes are accompanied by observations on the context/ person/ interview settings. Qualitative notes and quotes were transcribed verbatim where appropriate.

All surveys were assigned codes (described in a separate file ‘Note on Survey Codes.docx’). All village and person names have been anonymised prior to archiving. The villages in both research sites are listed in a separate document (‘List of Villages.docx’). Also included is glossary of commonly used terms, in both research sites, that appear throughout the notes (‘Glossary.docx’).
