Table A uses these figures to estimate the number of each different type of case in each local authority.   It is important to note that these are only estimates, and that the calculation of the diversion rate depends on the facts of individual cases. For example, there were 2 cases in the pre-proceedings only sample, which did not result in proceedings in the study local authority where proceedings appeared to have been stated elsewhere after the parents moved (both in area E). There were another two cases where the parents went overseas, one returning to her home country and the other where it appeared that the intention was to evade the attention of the local authority. If these four cases are excluded the diversion rate declines to 25 per cent, see table A.
