Project title: ‘Good Sex’: Building evidence based practice in young people’s sexual health 

What is the project about? 
This is a one year project between Brook and the University of Sussex that aims to build bridges between academic research and professional practice. The focus of the project is on developing ‘sex positive’ approaches to service delivery and developing resources for engaging young people in the topic of ‘good sex’ and sexual pleasure. The project will build on PhD research about young people’s understandings of ‘good sex’ that was carried out by youth practitioner and researcher Ester McGeeney in collaboration with Brook. Susi will record the project activities and this footage will be viewed by the team of researchers and the film-maker and will be archived at the University of Sussex. 
This material will be used to make short edited films that will be made publically available.  These films will be used by practitioners to engage young people in work around sexual pleasure and will be available to wider audience to communicate the importance of ‘sex positive’ approaches to young people’s sexual health. 

All those who participate in making the films will have the opportunity to review the edited films before they are made publically available and can withdraw their consent to appear in the films at any time.
