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1. Research Objectives

1.1.
 Background to ‘Care, Values and the Future of Welfare’ (CAVA)
The original research proposal was submitted to the ESRC Research Centres and Groups competition on ‘The Future of Social Policy’. Its starting point was that the social, economic, political and cultural conditions which sustained the Beveridge welfare settlement had changed. Changing patterns of women's and men’s paid employment, increases in divorce, lone parenting and long-term relationships outside marriage, an ageing population, women's claims for autonomy, and greater ethnic and cultural diversity, all challenged the normative structures of family life upon which post-war social policies were built. Within this broad context we focused on changes in parenting and partnering, and the implications of these for future social policies. However, our conceptual and methodological perspective on these changes took an innovative turn for we were interested in the moral texture of people’s lives as they lived with these social changes. This focus on values reflected a concern to understand people as creative moral agents which informed much of the core team’s existing areas of research (Finch and Mason, 1993; Smart and Neale, 1998, Williams et al 1999; Duncan and Edwards, 1999; Deacon and Mann, 1999). In addition, values and moral regeneration were central to the then newly elected New Labour government’s welfare reforms and family policy. Further, in using predominantly qualitative methods, we intended to carry out research on a wider, more holistic scale than is usually possible for qualitative work, and to capture an in-depth understanding of process to inform social policies. 

We harnessed the investigation around the concept of ‘care’ and this enabled us to explore practices of relationality in and beyond families or households (e.g. friends, support networks). It also provided a possible frame for our empirical findings drawn from the debate in political theory around the ethics of care and its relationship to citizenship (Tronto, 1993; Sevenhuijsen, 1999). 

1.2 Outline of the Scientific Programme  
CAVA’s main objectives:

1. To develop interdisciplinary, theoretical, conceptual and methodological parameters for research into care, values and the future of welfare.

2. To undertake empirical research in the area of diversity and change in parenting and partnering practices.

3. To develop cross-national perspectives with researchers in other western welfare societies.

4. To develop the research findings into recommendations to inform policies and practice in the areas of care, intimacy and family life.

1.3.
Progress towards research objectives

Here we report on two aspects of the objectives: the development of interdisciplinary working and cross-national perspectives, as the remaining objectives are covered in the subsequent sections

1.3.1.
Interdisciplinary working
The Research Group was composed of members from different disciplinary backgrounds: sociology, social policy, socio-legal studies, psychology and geography. The main opportunities for interdisciplinary work came from 6 workshops in Strands 1 and 2 which discussed a total of 29 new papers from CAVA members (See Annex A.6.2 for details) and this framed our future work. These included:

· geography expertise to develop a locality based methodology for our sampling (Duncan, see 1.4.1)

· sociological research on relationality and the negotiation of family change to inform our methods for investigating values (Mason, Smart and Neale)  
· social policy and socio-legal understandings of challenges to the post-war settlement (Smart, Deacon, Williams) 
· a synthesis of ideas drawn from social movement theory, the politics of recognition and social policy (Martin, Roseneil, Williams) 
· a synthetic overview of our conceptual framework (Williams) 
· psychoanalytic-informed research methods for understanding moral intersubjectivity which became incorporated into two of our projects (Hollway, Roseneil). 
The development of an empirical basis for ideas on ‘the ethic of care’ drawn from political philosophy involved an International Conference in July 2000 organized by Roseneil for the Centre for Interdisciplinary Gender Studies on Gendering Ethics / The Ethics of Gender; the visit of Professor Selma Sevenhuijsen, a world leading expert in feminist political philosophy, from Utrecht University as Leverhulme Visiting Fellow; two workshops on ‘Care’ with a dialogue between care ethicists and disability researchers, and on ‘Ethics’ to which we invited theologians and moral philosophers.  In addition, some 20 day workshops and some 50 seminars on multidisciplinary themes relevant to our work were organized by CAVA members under the auspices of the Centre for Interdisciplinary Gender Studies and the Centre for Research on Family, Kinship and Childhood (listed in Annex D1.1-1.4).
All papers from the CAVA events were posted on the website and most incorporated into subsequent publications. What emerged from our workshops in Strands 1 and 2 was a research programme which sought to explore the empirical basis for sociological theories of individualization, the moral ordering of contemporary family policy, and theories of rationality and preference in household decision-making. This was informed by an engagement with philosophical theories of relational autonomy and the ethic of care, psychoanalytic theories of moral intersubjectivity, queer theory, and sociological and political theories of social relations, especially with reference to class, gender, ethnicity, sexuality, childhood and migration, as well as social movement theory of the ‘politics of recognition’. These shaped our methodologies which focused centrally on how, through in-depth interviews, to understand the basis on which people ground those relationships that matter to them. 

1.3.2.
To develop cross-national perspectives with researchers in other western welfare societies 

The main vehicle for this was our international seminar series in Strand 4 and the publications that followed. They allowed us to understand how family changes in the UK were context-specific, whist at the same time displaying general international trends. They also afforded opportunities to explore how policies could be different. ‘New Divisions of Labour?, January 2001; speakers from Netherlands, Sweden, UK, USA and Australia. Papers published in Special Issue of Critical Social Policy, 22 (1) 2002 
· ‘Divorce, Separation and Changing Family Practices’, September 2001.Speakers from UK, Hungary, Australia, Norway, Netherlands, Ireland and New Zealand). Published in Special Issue of Childhood, 10 (2) 2003 
· ‘Friends and Non-Conventional Partnerships’, January 2002. Speakers from USA, Canada, UK, Norway, Belgium. Published in Special Issue of Current Sociology, 52 (2), 2004.

· Collective Interventions on the Terrain of Care and Intimacy’, November 2002. Speakers from Finland, UK, Canada, and Sweden. Published in Special Issue of Social Politics: International Studies in Gender, State and Society, 11 (2) 2004 
· ‘Moving and Caring: The Impact of Migration on Kinship and Care’, September 2003. Different country specialists from UK and Australia.

Professor Selma Sevenhuijsen from University of Utrecht, Netherlands was Leverhulme Visiting Fellow with CAVA, 2003-4. This resulted in a joint paper by Williams and Sevenhuijsen presented at the Institute of Education’s ‘Employment and Care’ seminar at Cumberland Lodge in October, 2003, and influenced subsequent publication (Williams 2004a,e). 

Migrant Workers in European Care regimes: With the support of additional funds awarded to the Group in 2003, Williams worked with Dr Anna Gavanas, who was subsequently awarded a two year EU-funded Marie Curie fellowship. The joint project is an empirical investigation of migrant domestic/child care workers in three cities – Stockholm, London and Madrid. In addition to various conference papers and publications, the project has led to further important collaborations with the International Network Gender, Welfare and Citizenship in Europe and with the University of Cork, Ireland (see 1.8.2 below).  

WELLCHI: EU 6th Framework, Coordination Action, ‘The Well Being of Children: The impact of changing family forms, working conditions of parents, social policy and legislative measures’ was a direct result of EU collaborations led by Smart.  It is a series of seminars and conference held across the EU, and will become a depository of information and statistics concerning the well being of children throughout the EU region.  The first seminar was held in Leeds in November 2004 and this was the launch event.  This cross-national work and our project on Transnational Families benefited from the input of Professor Louise Ackers, Director of the Centre for the Study of Law and Policy in Europe at Leeds University (see Annex D1.2)

The CAVA International Symposium Rethinking Care Relations, Family Lives and Policies in December 2004 brought together leading scholars from Finland, USA, Germany, Sweden, The Netherlands and Hungary for presentations and discussions of our work (an edited book from the symposium is under negotiation). 
International Visits: Included among 60 visitors from 16 countries were Professor Anneli Antonnen, from Tampere University, for a month in November 2002, and Dr Pauline Stolz from the University of Målmo, Sweden for 2 months in Spring 2005, and Dr. John Murphy, Associate Professor, Politics and History, RMIT University, Melbourne in October 2003. Dr Vanessa May from Abo Akademi University in Finland worked on the LCD-funded project on Contacts and Resident Disputes in Court. We have also given papers on CAVA’s research to the Nordic Council of Ministers Research Programme on Active Citizenship, Marginality and Welfare and the STAKES research institute in Helsinki.  Links with our work on divorce have been established with the International Institute for Socio-Legal Studies and the Institut d’Infancia I Mon Urba, both in Spain, and both the National Family Law Association and the Children’s Issues Centre in New Zealand and the Australian Institute for Family Studies. The Leverhulme Interchange enabled links with the Centre for Feminist Legal Research in New Delhi.  In addition, members of the Group have over the period taken up Visiting Fellowships at the universities of New South Wales, Adelaide, La Trobe, Melbourne, Roskilde , UCLA and Auckland. Hines, CAVA PhD Student, was awarded Worldwide Universities Network funding to study for a term in 2003 at the University of San Diego.

1.4.
Research Achievements, Results and Impact on the Research Field

1.4.1. 
New methodologies for studying care, values and diversity

· Our sampling and subsequent analysis was framed by an innovative methodology of the ‘geography of family formations’ based on analysis of large scale quantitative data sets (Duncan and Smith, 2002). This mapping of variations in family type by locality enabled us to find a basis for the selection of case study areas that reflected the programme’s concern with partnering and parenting, rather than simply relying on traditional area classifications by class and local economy. The 6 ‘CAVA localities’ were Craven, Barnsley, Burnley, ‘transnational’ Bradford, Hebden Bridge, and ‘alternative’ Leeds (see Rethinking Families p.95 for description). Each of the Strand 3 projects and the locality element of Strand 5 was carried out in 3 or 4 of the CAVA localities.  This meant that there was an overlap which gave the work as a whole a broad geographical reach notwithstanding the qualitative nature of the individual studies. Ethnographic work in the localities provided each qualitative study with the best opportunity of sampling from diverse communities. Although each study could not address every important dimension of social diversity, together they ensured that we included people from a range of minority ethnic communities, class backgrounds, religious backgrounds, and generations, as appropriate. So, for example, the Families after Divorce Project was carried out in 3 of the CAVA locations and sampled from the dominant White ethnic community (where religious affiliation was predominantly Church of England or agnostic depending on age group), the Jewish community, and the Muslim community. In this way the projects produced data beyond the scope of most small scale qualitative studies while retaining the ability to work intensively and in-depth with our interviewees. 

· Our research into people’s values was based on a theoretical understanding of moralities as situated and contextual, so our interviews focused not on abstract moral principles or questions about 'what is right or moral' but on 'what matters' in people's everyday lived experiences of parenting and partnering (Mason, 2002b). Thus, the Strand 3 projects all took as a core focus the issue of how to understand the basis on which people ground their relationships, and on what basis they act to preserve, nurture, sever, or pursue relationships with others. In our analyses we refer to this ‘what matters’ element variously as ‘operational moralities’, ‘gendered moral rationalities’ and ‘practical ethics of care’. This, of course, posed methodological challenges which were resolved in different ways in different projects.  For example the Care, Friendship and Non-Conventional Partnership project developed the use of the psycho-social free association narrative interview method, which was used longitudinally. Families after Divorce and Transnational Kinship projects interviewed different generations of the same family to capture how values are negotiated across generations. Each project focused on a significant aspect of change in family lives and personal relationships. In Strand 5 (Collective Voices) the question of what matters was extended to the practices of self-help groups and to the political value-discourses of trade unions and voluntary organizations campaigning around parenting and partnering issues.  We thus examined values around parenting and partnering at individual and collective levels and within and beyond families. A triangulation opportunity was provided in 2005 through a National Survey. 

1.4.2.
New knowledge about care, values and social change

How relationality and commitments to significant others shape and are shaped by normative ideas about care: 
· The Mothers, Care and Employment study explored how mothers combine mothering with paid work, how they allocate time and tasks with partners, and choose appropriate childcare. It found that while there are differences in whether mothers work full-time or part-time or not at all, what they share is that their decisions are based primarily on doing the right thing for their children. Central to this is the mother/worker identity they hold. Money does matter, but normative views of what constitutes a ‘good mother’ matters more (Duncan et al, 2003,2004; Duncan, 2005a,b). (Social variations in identity are detailed below).

· Similarly, in the Families after Divorce project, we found that divorced parents did not necessarily rush to remarry because they were increasingly attentive to the difficulties that could arise, especially for their relationships with their children from introducing a new person into the household. They were also aware of the wider options available to them, for example living apart together, rather than co-habiting.  We found that a new ‘moral code’ was available to these parents, namely, staying apart for the sake of the children. This illustrates how new forms of commitment and a refinement of values can arise in response to changing conditions (Neale, 2005 forthcoming). Grandparents interviewed in this study often had had to face difficult situations where they morally disapproved of divorce, and yet, faced with this as a reality in their own children’s lives, they found it difficult to condemn their children in these blanket terms The value which guided them through the dilemma was that of commitment and support: of standing by their children in times of trouble (Smart and Neale, 2003; Smart, 2005a,b).
· The Transnational Kinship study of caring commitments of second and third generation Irish, Pakistani and Indian family members produced insights into the normative journeys that people take; having perhaps arrived in England with a specific set of values which ebbed and flowed over the life course, being retained and not retained to different degrees at different moments. It is oversimplifying to depict this change as ‘assimilation’ or the adoption of ‘Western values’.  Instead what emerged was often a new form altogether which combined and subtly modified different elements of different value systems. Such complex ideas as the ‘arranged love marriage’ for example, captures succinctly how parental responsibilities may be retained by the older generation in a changing cultural context, while at the same time allowing the younger generation still to adhere to ‘traditional’ values (see  Smart and Shipman, 2004; Mason, 2004b).

· The Care, Friendship and Non-conventional Partnership project which focused on those who do not live with partners found a strong value in the importance of having friends and a high degree of reliance on friends, as opposed to biological kin and sexual partners. This was particularly important for the provision of care and support in everyday life, and especially in relation to psychological distress and mental illness. In this way, the sexual/ love relationship was not the exclusive, and often not the primary, space of intimacy and was becoming de-centred in people’s ‘relationship landscapes’. In addition, there was sexual/love experimentation with non-cohabitation a clear choice for many (Roseneil and Budgeon, 2004).

· An overall message emerging from this body of publications is that investigating the processes and practices of embeddedness and connectedness yields an important picture of contemporary family lives and personal relationships. The shape of people’s commitments may be different in so far as they are less dependent on blood or marriage ties, and may extend across to different households linked by dissolved marriages, reconstituted families, non-resident partners and transnational kin. There may be more blurring between kin, ex-kin, sexual partners, and friends in people’s networks, but little of this indicates a loss of commitment itself. When faced with dilemmas they generally negotiate what they think is best in and through their commitments to others, especially with reference to the well-being of their children (Smart, 2004b; Roseneil and Budgeon, 2004; Williams, 2004a ).
· Drawing together ‘what matters’ to people from our different projects, including our co-funded projects which interviewed children, we identified the following as some of the practical ethics which facilitate resilience: attentiveness to others’ situation, accommodating one’s own needs to those of others, adaptability to others’ changing identities, and being non-judgemental enabled people to find ways of coping with their family lives and personal relationships, even though they might have found those transitions hard. Children valued fairness, respect, care, communication and trust in coping with changes in their family lives (Neale and Smart, 2001; Neale, 2004, Smart, 2005, forthcoming). These values indicate the moral texture of people’s commitments and constitute ‘a compassionate realism of good-enough care’ (Williams, 2004a).  Interestingly, these ethics resonated with the findings of the Strand 5 interviews with local self-help groups where we found practices of care and support based on principles of trust, reciprocity, non-judgementalism and mutual respect were felt to provide an important alternative to professional support (Williams, 2004f). 
These last two bullet points pose important challenges to theories about family lives, to public debate, professional practice and current policy, discussed later.   
The Significance of Context for Diversity and Change 

· In the Motherhood, Care and Employment study ethnicity and variations in family conventionality (Duncan and Smith, 2002a,b) were associated with major differences in mothers’ gendered moral rationalities concerning employment, partnering and childcare. For example, Black mothers were most likely to see full-time work as part of being a good mother, while ‘alternative’ White mothers were particularly likely to value child development in childcare.  Class differences, although less important, were also found. These were not, however, simply co-incident with major working/middle class cleavages.  Rather, class differences related more to nuanced patterns of social identity. Furthermore, decisions were influenced by social networks and the customs of local neighbourhoods, which themselves could be historically produced (for example, traditions of female employment in the ex-cotton town of Burnley) (Duncan, 2005b). This finding was supported in two further ways. The mapping of the geography of family formations in Britain through national statistical datasets demonstrated the significance of local economic and cultural context in the constitution of family ‘types’ (Duncan and Smith, 2001a, 2002a,b).  Second, a small survey of the work/ care behaviour of parents with children at primary school  where local neighbourhoods and school networks act as reference groups in shaping the repertoire of norms available to parents in working out how to combine work and care (Duncan and Irwin, 2004). Along with findings from our other projects, we propose that choices people make around parenting and partnering are not simply ‘free’ preferences, nor simply determined by social positioning, but emerge in complex patterns from moral considerations of what is right for their children, and are shaped by bonds of love, affection, association and place.  

· The claims of the local self-help groups we studied were influenced by local cultural contexts, and were both enabled and constrained by dominant local and national political discourses, and the funding opportunities that these make available. Priorities around crime and community safety, health and social exclusion, skewed claims around parenting and partnering. For instance, the national priority given to the needs of children and to education leaves some groups of children and their parents out of the frame, especially older children and children with behavioural or learning difficulties. 

· The imbrication of cultural and policy contexts of care at local, national and international levels is the focus of the co-funded study of Migrant Domestic Workers in European Care Regimes where data from interviews with migrant women who care for children in private homes and employers reveal different ‘moral’ meanings of such employment in Sweden, UK and Spain. In all countries it marks the re-emergence of traditional forms of domestic work under the new conditions of increased female employment and of female migration. However, whilst such domestic/care work is normalized in Spain, which has no tradition of public child care, in Sweden it is emerging, facilitated by local networks, in spite of extensive public provision and a culture of egalitarianism which views such employment as morally repugnant (Gavanas, Tobio and Williams, forthcoming). 

1.4.3.
Theoretical challenges and new theorizations 

Critiques of Individualization

· The above findings challenge the individualization thesis -the idea that we now live in a highly individualized society, where commitment to others is less significant than a commitment to individual self-fulfillment and self-actualization (Giddens, 1992; Beck and Beck-Gernsheim, 1995; 2002). This sociological conceptualization of modern life frames contemporary understanding of social and family relationships. However, our research shows how people value connectedness, how they remain committed to others - even if the commitment does not take a traditional form as in marriage - and how it is vital to go beyond analyses based on couple relationships in order to understand how contemporary, diverse families actually work. Our findings reveal the complexity of family and intimate lives and the extent to which people are attentive to one another, even though what matters within families and across generations may be changing (Duncan, 2005a,b;  Irwin,2005;  Neale, Smart, 2005a; Williams, 2004a). At the same time, the bleak, dystopian vision found in contemporary theoretical accounts of relationships and family life (e.g. Bauman, 2003) or assertions in public moral debate of the way selfish individualism, acquisitive consumerism or a parenting deficit are thwarting family lives (e.g. Etzioni, 1993) finds little support in our findings. Even amongst those who might seem to be most “individualized” (those who live without a co-resident partner), their lives are enmeshed in complex relationships with friends, partners, biological kin and, sometimes, ex-partners and their kin (Roseneil, 2004b). In addition, these processes of individualization may be context-specific and modernized forms of ‘traditional’ social processes, like suburbanization (Duncan and Smith, 2006).  Other theories that posit instrumental financial rationality as the basis to family decision-making, such as the ‘new household economics’ (Becker, 1991) are also discounted.  At the same time, whilst the idea of negotiation between partners is helpful, it can underestimate the extent to which some groups accept traditional gendered roles and discourses as non-negotiable or given (Duncan et al, 2003, 2004). 
New analyses and theorizations 

· Our empirical work has led us to engage with middle-range concepts of ‘relationality’, ‘contextualization’, ‘embeddedness’  and ‘care’ which capture a different lived reality with more texture and mutual responsiveness than the individualization thesis, Thus, Smart and Shipman (2004) and Mason (2005) analyze how people negotiate their way through competing demands and claims made by family members, by religious ideals, by ‘ideas’ of community and so on, in order to arrive at ways of balancing commitments with personal ideas of how to live their ‘own’ lives. The Families after Divorce study demonstrates the way in which the decline of horizontal commitment (e.g. between spouses) was met by an increase in vertical commitment (e.g. between grandparents, adult children and grandchildren) (Smart, 2005b). Roseneil‘s forthcoming book Sociability, Sexuality, Self: Relationality and Individualization proposes a queer theorizing of individualization which examines counter-heteronormative care and relationship practices, yet still holds relationality as central to the contemporary social condition. 
· Duncan (Duncan et al, 2003, 2004; Duncan 2005a,b) has developed the concept of ‘gendered moral rationalities’ to understand the relationship between identity and moral agency, which finds support at the quantitative level in the ’geography of family formations’. Neale (forthcoming) refers to the ‘repertoire of moral values’ that people draw on as appropriate to the context and relationships they are in. 

· The cross-generational data from the Families after Divorce project was able to demonstrate how people carry two sets of (often incongruent) accounts about their families - their actual married lives (or the lives of those around them or in their wider families) and how families ‘should be’ or how couples should relate to one another. This has potentially important policy implications (Smart, 2005b) because while people may subscribe to the idealised model, their actually family life may take a very different shape.  The question this raises is whether policies should meet the needs of the idealised family or the actual family. 

· Smart (2005b) has produced a theoretical account of how different values interact and how people can ‘carry’ values which derive from their origins and early kin relationships, yet also take on board different values introduced by social change and their need to accommodate to changing circumstances and experiences. Irwin’s forthcoming book (2005) Reshaping Social Life draws on CAVA interviews and other empirical data to develop new analyses of change in family organisation, divisions of gender, and work and care. It analyses perceptions of ethnicity and belonging, social inequalities and fairness, as these relate to diverse contexts and social positions. As such it elaborates in new ways the link between norms, values and social inter-connections and their relationship to social structure (Irwin, 2004, CAVA symposium). 

· Our research findings have provided the basis for rethinking ‘care’ as an analytical, political and ethical concept in social policy, and for developing a new framework for policies around child care, children’s citizenship, partnering and parenting after divorce, parenting support, education, work/life balance (inter alia, Neale and Smart, 2001, Duncan et al, 2003, 2004, Neale, 2004a, Williams, 2004a). Williams argues that care provides an important analytical lens on changing welfare regimes, on globalization, and on social movements (Williams, 2001, 2004d)  It also provides a vision for thinking about the future – for developing a ‘political ethic of care’ (2004a, 2005d). Drawing on our analysis of the value discourses of voluntary organizations which centre upon care, well-being, respect for children and social justice (Williams and Roseneil, 2004), she argues that current social policies tend to underestimate the importance of the practical ethics of relationality in people’s lives. Developing the arguments of Sevenhuisjen and Tronto, Williams proposes in Rethinking Families and elsewhere that the giving and receiving of care needs to be understood as universal, and as activities which are central to citizenship. More generally Williams argues for a ‘social environment of care’ that would encompass, amongst other things, the environment, transport, local democracy, a refocusing of education, a restructuring of social security and of the care workforce, and respect for old age and childhood (Williams, 2005a,d, and SPA address 2005)  
· Influenced by CAVA’s work, Hollway’s forthcoming book about gender, parenting and care, Capacities to Care (2006), develops these themes through a psycho-social perspective and offers a ‘radically relational’ account of subjectivity that goes beyond individualism and social constructionist accounts, informed by the work  of Klein, Benjamin, Winnicott, Mitchell and others. 

· Deacon has drawn upon CAVA’s findings in his debtes about welfare conditionality (2004b, 2004c, 2005), arguing that conditionality need not be incompatible with an ethic of care but should be grounded in everyday moralities. 

Our work has impacted in different ways: in sociology it brings a critical mass of qualitative evidence to scrutinize theories of social change which focus upon families and personal relationships, and to provide alternative more nuanced theoretical accounts of the relationship between values, practices of care and intimacy and social change. Our research has successfully test-driven sociological and psycho-social methodologies for investigating everyday moralities and provided a basis for the reintroduction of values and everyday moralities into sociological analysis. In social policy we have provided a way of linking empirical data on cultural practices at the micro/ local level to an analysis of current family policy nationally and cross-nationally, and used this to explain the dissonance between the normative family of government policy and lived family practices. 

1.5.
Changes to or developments of the scientific programme

Minor changes to the programme are reported in the 4 Annual Reports; here we account for the major changes.

· Strand 4: before the programme started we concluded that it would not be possible to conduct our own ‘in house’ cross-national research, given the time, linguistic skills and substantive knowledge required.  We therefore decided to mount a series of international seminars. These were not only effective in providing a cross-national perspective, but were successful in terms of international dissemination and impact (see 1.3.3). 

· Transnational Kinship Project: This was originally conceived as the ‘Diversity Study’ and was to study caring networks across the generations in a selected number of families of different ethnic origins. After discussion and expert consultation, this changed focus to become the ‘Transnational Kinship Study’. 
· The ‘geography of family formations’ generated two key developments: use of the methodology developed to analyse and describe the geography of family formations in Britain as a whole; use of this material as an additional stance in assessing theories of family individualisation
· Two developments in the ‘Mothers, Care and Employment’ project: 1. Integration of the interview data from CAVA with complementary data from two earlier projects which enlarged the interview base and extended coverage of a wider range of social groups and geographical areas (Duncan et al, 2003, 2004). 2. Class differences emerged as more important than originally envisaged, although this related to nuanced intra-class / context located groups rather than broad class divisions. This led to both an empirical investigation of the nature of these differences; with the help of Hollway an adoption of psycho-social techniques not used before in this project; and the development of theoretical frameworks around preference, rationality, biography and habitus (Duncan 2005b). 

· Additional funding for four additional projects (see diagram in 1.2), all of which provided excellent resources for our developing analyses. For example, it generated a successful application to the EU for a Marie Curie Fellowship, and in the Care, Friendship and Non-conventional Partnerships project it facilitated the re-interviewing of 25 of the 53 interviewees and introduced a longitudinal element into the research design. Our co-funded projects have been very important sources of further data, particularly in the interviews with children. 
· Strand 6: Our original intention had been to create an iterative process of, on the one hand, an integrative analysis across our research findings, and, on the other, dialogue about these findings with the people we had interviewed through the ‘Citizens’ Dialogues’, and with policy makers and other research user groups through local and national ‘Feedback Forums’. However, two important opportunities emerged in 2003 which made us shift our strategy and schedule for the last 18 months. The first was an offer from the Calouste Gulbenkian Foundation to fund a book for policy makers and the other was ESRC funding for a media fellow to work with us on our dissemination strategy. We decided to change our schedule and use our energies to focus on the dissemination strategy, using this as a source for Rethinking Families, and using the book as a resource for user dissemination. In retrospect this was a good decision.  We held two ‘Citizens’ Dialogues’, drawn from some of our interviewees and practitioner contacts. Discussion was based on a number of ‘care dilemma’ scenarios drawn from our data. (The groups were filmed by broadcasting students in the University as part of their final year project and edited into a short video film). With additional funding from the ESRC, we approached Leeds Citizens’ Panel with a view to using their 1,000 representative sample for a survey on our key findings. However, early in 2005 the Leeds City Council decided they were going to reconstitute their Panel and we would have to wait another 9 months. At that point we decided an alternative strategy of data triangulation through commissioning a National Survey through QA Research, using this as a form of pilot for a module in the 2006 British Social Attitudes Survey. This was completed and the first report is due at the end of June 2005. 

· We were granted a ‘no cost extension’ initially from September 2004 to end December 2004 in order to allow us time to hold our International Symposium at a point when it would not clash with competing events, and then a further 3 months’ extension to end March 2005 in order to complete the Survey. 

1.6.
Unexpected outcomes

· The description of the geography of family formations in Britain showed this was only contextually linked to geographies of class, prosperity and urbanisation, and should in many ways be treated as socially autonomous.
· The analysis of the key indicators of family change in Britain shows that theoretical accounts of family change emphasizing individualization are not only over-stressed but that different changes take place in different areas, with different social and geographical rationales 

· The emergence of contextual class differences as a major division in mothering, care and employment.
· The Care, Friendship and Non-conventional Partnership study revealed the extent of psychic distress and mental illness amongst the interviewees.

· The Transnational Kinship, the Families After Divorce and the Marrying in/ Marrying Out projects identified the ways in which religious faith, often reconfigured as a cultural heritage, remains central to how some minority ethnic groups ‘do’ their family life.  

· The media fellow was an excellent source of contacts with policy-makers.

· Significant proportion of those telephone-interviewed in the National Survey indicated enthusiasm for further face-to-face interviews. 

1.7.
Difficulties encountered

· The initial Research Officer on the Transnational Kinship Project left at the conclusion of the interviews with Pakistani respondents.  This meant that we employed 2 casual interviewers for the Indian and Irish communities as well as deploying some of Neale’s time to assist with these.  The main disadvantage was a loss of continuity. But one main advantage was that we were able to interview some people in their first language because the interviewer for the Pakistani sample was Pakistani and the interviewer for the Indian sample was Indian.   We felt that this was important, especially for older members of the groups.
· Our aim in the Families after Divorce project was to interview a divorced parent and one relative (typically a grandparent) from the same family group.  We were only partially successful because the project encountered problems of reaching as many family members as originally planned. Interviewing family members raises ethical issues regardless of the substance of the interviews and we found that the sensitivities surrounding divorce and the problem of potentially sharing intimate knowledge about wider kin, was a major obstacle.  Even where parents were happy to pass us on to relatives, the relatives were not always comfortable with the prospect of being interviewed. These difficulties made us reflect on some of the methodological challenges of researching relationality.   Increasingly research on families and relationships seeks to capture how people relate, how lives are lived and linked with each other, in order to present a more realistic understanding of the social space of families.  Yet, often research can only access one individual and so has to speculate about interconnections.  We were successful in accessing some of the interconnections in this study and we regard this as a methodological advance, yet there is still a long way to go to work through the ethical problems and the bias that may be introduced because of high rates of refusal.  Methodological challenges such as these are the focus of a major ESRC project led by Mason which focuses explicitly on ‘Multi-dimensional Methods for Real Lives Research’.
· Delays caused by personnel changes, moves and long-term illness; poor quality of a large number of transcriptions (which in the end we rectified ourselves because of the cost and time in having them re-transcribed), corruption of coded data, and delay of 2001 census data meant that the CAVA case study areas had to rely on 1991 census data. All this cut into our time, some of which we regained, mainly through extra effort and reassessment of priorities, but it left us with less time than we would have liked to do analysis of the data across the projects as well as within them (although see Irwin, 2005 and Williams, 2004a)
1.8.
Potential future research priorities

CAVA now exists as a University of Leeds Research Centre for the study of Practices, Policies and Ethics of Care. The CAVA research has provided a springboard for the further development of new areas as well as a solid basis for consolidating new contributions to theory and policy. 

1.8.1.
Development of methodology and application to the interdisciplinary study of dynamics of intimacy and personal and social relationships: 

· Developing longitudinal qualitative research: Neale was awarded an ESRC grant in 2004 to study Family Dynamics After Divorce: A Meta-Analysis of Longitudinal Qualitative Data  followed by an ESRC  Research Fellowship on Time, Texture and Young Lives: Developing Qualitative Longitudinal Research. Since then she has  developed a consortium bid under the ESRC Changing Lives and Times Qualitative Longitudinal Initiative to explore personal relationships and identities across the life course, using QL methodology to capture the timescapes of real lives and how they unfold under the conditions of late modernity. 
· Developing mixed methods: successful bid to become a ‘Node’ for the ESRC National Centre for Research Methods on ‘Multidimensional methods for real lives research’ involved Mason (Director) Irwin, Neale, Smart, and Ackers (2005-2008).
· Developing research on those living outside the conventional family, particularly on those living alone and on those in non-cohabiting relationships, on friendship, and on the psycho-social dimensions of individualization: Roseneil and Hollway are developing a participatory approach to the free association narrative interview method, and are using the Care, Friendship and Non-conventional Partnership project data as a basis to a pilot project with a view to seek future funding. Hines, one of CAVA’s PhD students received an ESRC post-doctoral fellowship (2005-6) to consolidate her thesis on transgender identities.
· Complementing CAVA’s ‘intensive’ research, we have begun ‘extensive’ research on patterns and distributions in family and ‘non-family’ lives and personal relationships, using a National Representative Survey of 555 telephone interviews and a Black and Ethnic Minority booster sample of 99. Following on from this, Duncan in association with the National Centre for Social Research is seeking funds to lead a CAVA-based team to place a module in the British Social Attitudes survey in 2006 which will generate a more robust analysis of the nature of contemporary care and commitments. In addition, Duncan and Smith are refining their work on the geography of family formations.
· Further secondary analysis of the data: both the CAVA and the Sure Start research suggest there is a need, especially with respect to policy interventions, for a much more nuanced understanding of the meanings of class, ethnicity and gender in parenting practices. Williams, Duncan, Churchill and Head aim to seek funding to develop such analysis.  
· Smart, Mason and Shipman will take up new posts at Manchester University in September 2005 where Smart and Mason will set up and lead the Morgan Centre for the Study of Relationships and Personal Life.
1.8.2.
Cross-national perspectives on Care, Intimacy, Citizenship and Collective Action

· Following their collaboration with Professor Constanza Tobio of Spain and an international team to provide a comparison of migrant domestic work in Spain, Sweden and UK (Gendering citizenship in Western Europe: new challenges for citizenship research in a cross-national context, Policy Press 2007), Gavanas and Williams have submitted a proposal Migration and Networks of Care in Europe, to EUROCORES  in collaboration with Dr Linda Connelly of the University of Cork, with partners in Netherlands, Germany, Sweden and Italy. In this Williams proposes to advance cross-national analysis of European regimes of welfare, care and migration, and Gavanas to investigate further domestic work in Sweden.
· Developing the ‘Collective Voices’ project, Roseneil will be collaborating with Professor Nickie Charles of Warwick University on an ESRC project Gender and political processes in the context of devolution providing a study of the new discursive and political opportunity structures created for social movements and NGOs given women’s increased representation through devolution. Roseneil is also a partner in a €4 million EU Priority FP-7 integrated bid on The Construction of Female Citizenship developing research on the Transformation of Intimate Citizenship in Europe.
1.8.3.
Consolidating Theoretical Advances

· The CAVA research has provided the opportunity to re-examine theories around care, intimacy and family change. Williams has applied for funding (Leverhulme Major Research Grant) for a book project on Reinterpreting Care: New Ethical, Social and Political Dimensions of Care in a Welfare Society which brings together theoretical research on care, a new cross-national analysis of changing care regimes in Europe with new policy agendas for thinking about care provision in the 21st century.  Smart is writing a monograph on family and personal life based on ten years of empirical research. Together with Irwin’s, Roseneil’s and Hollway’s books identified in 1.4.3 and Neale and Flowerdew’s forthcoming Moving On: The Changing Lives of Young People after Parental Divorce , these will make substantial contributions to the fields of family and social change, childhood and youth research, the practice and policy of care, cross-national social policy, queer theory and psychoanalytic theory. 

2.
Dissemination
Between October 1999 and March 2005 we published 28 books and reports, 88 articles in journals representing 12 different disciplinary areas, and a further 56 book chapters. We have produced 5 special issues of journals based on CAVA's research and seminars. Of the 332 seminar and conference papers we have given, 118 have been international, 72 were to practitioner/policy audiences, and 70 were keynotes or plenaries. We have organised 22 public seminars/lectures/conferences through CAVA and a further 110 under the auspices of the Centre for Research on Families, Kinship and Childhood and the Centre for Interdisciplinary Gender Studies at the University of Leeds.  Our work has received mention in 84 media pieces (mainly practitioner and national broadsheets) and we have appeared on 35 radio and TV programmes talking about our work.
Our earlier dissemination is detailed in our Annual Reports; however, from the end of 2002 we developed a concentrated strategy which linked our dissemination to academic and non-academic audiences. This was greatly helped by the appointment of a Media Fellow (Angela Phillips) to work with us from July 2003 for a year, and by our decision to convert a secretarial post into a communications co-coordinator post (Dr Keleigh Groves) as well as by Mosby’s web-site skills. The focus for some of this work became the Rethinking Families book. Much of the detail of our dissemination is given in Annex B 3,5 and 7, and we have also described the reasoning behind our strategy in Annual Report 2003: 27, so here, in order to give a sense of the effectiveness of the strategy, we show how our dissemination events rolled out over 2003-5.

Difficulties and unexpected outcomes
Lessons learned: 
· Media dissemination of qualitative research works well riding on the back of topical issues.

· Need to build up trust between researchers and key journalists – works best if there are shared personal/political/intellectual identities. This prevents distorted messages going out.

· Our dissemination work helped integrate our research findings from different projects by thinking through overall messages; it helped Group morale and identity, as well as clarity of thinking.

· Our media fellow was an excellent contact for policy-makers.

· If different PR companies are involved in events, negotiation is needed beforehand as to who takes priority. 
· Need to balance ‘high profile’ national broadsheet coverage with work with grass roots NGOs.

· Journalists, politicians, trade unionists and policy makers are interested in ideas – invite them to academic events. Good to break down the distinction between academic and non-academic at times.

· Ensure media fellow meets with university press office and each knows what the other is doing. 

· Both academic and non-academic dissemination take time and resources. Need to ensure energies go into a few well-planned collective events and balance that with high profile members doing keynotes, alongside normal conference work.
· Need to manage conflict between academic pressure to publish in academic journals and dissemination and work with users for which there is little formal recognition.
· Conflict between academic insistence on correct attribution of work done and a newspaper editor’s pen needs to be handled carefully and explained to all involved beforehand.
3. 
Specific Impact on Policy and Practice

As detailed above, and in Annex B, we have engaged with the policy and practitioner world over the life course of the Group in various ways – information seminars for practitioners, seminars to government departments, to Party Conferences, to trade unionists, involvement in local and national NGOs, and policy advice committees, keynotes to practitioner/policy conferences; consultation to professional  organizations. We have, in all of this, managed to get across some key messages with authority: 
· That, in spite of the diversity of family lives, there has been no loss in commitment; people are devising new ways of maintaining their commitments and retaining the values that are important to them
· That there is no standard family, that non-familial relationships matter and that policy and law need to respect and protect these diversities.
· That the ‘care’ side of work/life balance is a central issue in people’s lives and just as if not more important than the ‘work’ side.
· That we need new political vision for thinking about care and social justice in a holistic way – a ‘political ethic of care’ which gives value to the giving and receiving of care.
· That family law and policy has to take children’s perspectives into account and listen to what they have to say especially with respect to residence after divorce. 
Examples of impact:

· Patricia Hewitt, Secretary of State for Trade and Industry and Minister for Women provided the following endorsement for Rethinking Families:

"I welcome this report, and in particular the research results which underline the deep commitment that people demonstrate towards their friends and loved ones, irrespective of the form their family takes. Government policy should always work with the grain of people's lives. That's why we have put in place a range of policies which help to provide a climate that supports people in different kinds of families in carrying out their caring commitments while, at the same time, working to support themselves. I particularly welcome the proposal for promoting and valuing an 'ethic of care' alongside an ethic of work."

The book was launched with Kay Carberry, Assistant General Secretary of the TUC; Alan Simpson MP, Chair of the All-Party Parliamentary Group for Social Science as speakers.  A review in Community Care Magazine called it ‘a little gem’. 
· Significant impact on divorce policy debates in the UK and Australia: Smart was cited in evidence given to the Senate Inquiry into Child Custody in Australia and her work with Neale and Wade is regarded as having influenced policy in both Australia and the UK away from an automatic presumption of shared residence for children on divorce.  Research by Smart and V. May has also been cited in Hansard and is currently informing the policy debates on how to reform family law in relation to conflict over children. 
· Duncan’s work on cohabitation in a co-funded project led to the initiation of a Department of Constitutional Affairs information campaign about common law marriage, and policy debate concerning the legal recognition of heterosexual cohabiting couples.  

· In a speech to 60 representatives of Leeds Diocese, Rt. Hon. John Battle on 13th June 2004 said the findings in Rethinking Families were part of a ‘vision for a changing society and the world’ (www.catholic-ew.org.uk/listneing 2004).

· Williams was interviewed by Christina Hardyment as a ‘significant opinion-former’ for a commissioned think piece for the Joseph Rowntree Foundation on the ‘Social Construction of Parenting’ in August 2004, and was a member of the Commission on Families and the Wellbeing of Children established by the National Family and Parenting Institute, Joseph Rowntree Foundation and NCH and reporting in November 2005. 
· Roseneil’s talk `Beyond the Conventional Family: new ways of thinking about personal relationships’, to Intel, in Portland, Oregon in October 2004 was described by Intel as ‘a real wake-up call for us as a company since our product and market strategies are based on faulty understandings of family, home and relationships.’

· Presentations by Smart and Williams have been videoed for training purposes for judges and social workers. Neale’s work on children’s citizenship has fed directly into professional practice through collaboration with CAFCASS, the development of practice guidelines for CAFCASS staff, a commissioned book for Joseph Rowntree Foundation, and work with children’s charity Young Voice to produce writings tailored to different audiences. Neale is consultant to a DfES project secured by Young Voice to develop, in collaboration with young people, a multi media training package for parents and professionals involved in divorce, drawing on  ‘Enduring Families’ research and to be rolled out nationally through a series of training events.    
· In March 2005 37 local and national professional/policy/advice organisations mentioned our work on their websites. 
· In January 2004 CAVA Director was awarded an O.B.E. for services to social policy.

4. 
Management

· Critical Mass: The benefits of Group funding were that it provided critical mass, broader intellectual context and aims, a wider pool of complementary specialist knowledge, an enhanced division of labour, and a range of skills and knowledge to draw on. This also facilitated the development of a ‘brand’ and research whose sum is greater than its parts. Most of the team was based at Leeds University; we came from 3 departments and were ‘bought out’ for parts of our teaching. This was important in allowing us to focus on research. We enhanced the critical mass by devolving 10% of our overheads to the Centre for Research on Family Kinships and Childhood and Centre for Interdisciplinary Gender Studies who organized workshops, seminars and conferences along themes in our research and developed some of the co-funded activities.
· Matrix management: The organization of the research and the management of the Group as a matrix (see diagrams in 1.2 above) attempted to facilitate this critical mass. The research strand leaders made up the Management Team who met about 8 times a year and the Group as a whole met about 6 times a year while the projects teams met much more frequently. We used the first 9 months in year 1 for a series of intensive workshops where members presented intellectual position-papers and reviews, and this served as a crucible for cross-fertilization of disciplines. This was followed by the empirical work in years 2 and 3, and in Years 4 and 5 we focused on analysis and dissemination. 
· Individual vs. Collective: This chronology of the programme attempted to deal with one of the difficulties of academic team-building - the tension between expectations of autonomy and individual achievement and the commitment to collective endeavour.  It created possibilities for group cohesion at the beginning and brought the Group back together with external recognition in the last two years. However, in retrospect, this process did not work so well for those research fellows who we recruited at the end of Year 1 and whose contracts finished, in the main, around the end of year 3 because most were not part of the intellectual discussion in year 1 or the stimulating aspects of dissemination in years 4 and 5.  We also found that there were differences between those who had worked closely with us beforehand and identified with the intellectual thrust of the programme and those who were recruited later, in that the latter found the overall programme less intellectually compelling. On the other hand, for those who became attached to us through stand-alone co-funded projects this was less of an issue: they have expressed benefits of being associated with CAVA and having access to expertise. We have reflected since that there is a difficult balance to be made between linking the different parts to meet overall objectives, on the one hand, and leaving those parts to develop in their own time and manner, on the other. We have also reflected that a mix of researchers – pre-and postdoctoral – would be better from the outset. (All but one of our research fellows found secure and upgraded job destinations).
· Administrative support: our funding allowed for a full time and part time secretary and the University paid for a half time lecturer to develop Knowledge Transfer with the Group. However, this was difficult to do in the first two years of the projects and the post holder left in 2002. Eventually we used this allocation towards the funding of a Communications Coordinator post to work with the Media Fellow, and this was a good strategic decision. However, given that we did not have sufficient administrative support (as well as changes in secretarial staff over the first 2 years due to illness), we should, in retrospect, have had a full time project manager from the beginning. Not having this created a drain on the Management Team’s, and especially the Director’s, resources in the first three years. 
· Time: as mentioned in the section on dissemination, we have reflected that we needed more time for analysis of the data, especially to devise new methods for reading across data from different qualitative projects. (We fed this into the ESRC’s review of qualitative research). We were allowed a no-cost extension until March 2005, and the methodology for this more sophisticated analysis is the subject of new awards (see 1.8.1). One important way of dealing with time and priority issues was by the University allowing us to have access to 20% of the overheads which meant we had leeway to employ temporary staff when we needed to. 
· Advisory Group: we were fortunate in having a very supportive Advisory Group. However, all of them were very busy people who were mainly London-based and a meeting for them meant a whole day away from their own work. The role of such Groups, especially for researchers based outside London, needs some rethinking with possibly a local group for twice yearly meetings and a virtual Group which could include international advisors who would attend preset meetings in London at the beginning and end of the programme. 
· Guinea pig effect:  we were one of the ESRC’s first two Research Groups (as opposed to Research Centres) and in a number of respects have had to define for ourselves what might differentiate us from a Research Centre, apart from being time limited to 5 years and having less funding. For the first two and a half years we had either a temporary or no ESRC case officer attached to us and also, after year 1, no representative on the then Research Priorities Board. This meant we often had to deal with difficulties on our own and were out of the loop when it came to opportunities for additional funding. Added to this, the goalposts of ESRC evaluation through Annual Reports often changed and for three years we had no more than a two-line response to our Reports. Furthermore, a formal procedure to allow Research Groups to re-apply for up to 5 years’ re-funding was put into action at a time when it was too late for us to apply. In some respects benign neglect allowed us to flourish in our own way, and, when communication procedures improved and we got into the loop, we gained some important additional resources such as the additional funding for four pump-priming projects, a Media Fellow, contribution to the Communication Coordinator post and funding for a National Survey, which were all vital to our success.

3.9. THE CAVA NATIONAL FAMILY SURVEY 
Subsequent to completion of the main body of qualitative field work and analysis, the  CAVA Management Group sought to triangulate the results with some nationally representative quantitative data.  These data were collected and collated by QA Research Ltd during May-June 2005.

The Survey comprised two elements, a statistically representative sample by age and sex of the general GB population and a specific Black and Minority Ethnic (BME) booster sample. The survey employed Computer Aided Telephone Interviews in England, Scotland and Wales for the general survey, and face – to - face interviews in North London, Birmingham and Bradford for the BME sample. An overall response rate of 555 was achieved, from a target of 600, and 99 of 100 BME interviews.

Where members of CAVA were employed in other departments at the University of Leeds, or in Professor Duncan's case, at the University of Bradford, staff costs followed them to their department and they also received indirect costs of 40%. The 6% was retained to cover administrative and service costs provided by CAVA and the Department of Sociology and Social Policy.

4.2.4. Changes
· Approval was sought from the ESRC for the late start of Dr. Hussain in January 2001, rather than October 2000, in order to enable her to finish the research project on which she was employed.  This extended the finish date of the Transnational Kinship Project to December 2003.

· It was decided to increase the equipment expenditure by buying a colour printer to enable us to print our own leaflets and newsletter. The overall saving was presented to the ESRC who approved the purchase.

· Between October 2001 and July 2002, ESRC Hardship Costs covered the sickness costs paid to Ms Helen Waite, the CAVA Secretary. Her staff costs were paid to temporary cover, Ms A. Jackman.

· From February 2002, Dr Hussain’s staff costs were used in the employment of replacement staff and the 6 month increase of Dr Neale’s contract from 80% - 100%.
· The original HIC included the salary costs of a full-time lecturer for 5.5 years who would spend 50% of their time co-ordinating a network of possible sponsors for CAVA’s research. Dr Hazel May was appointed in January 1999 and moved to a permanent lectureship post at Sheffield University in August 2001. The Director then re-negotiated the budget plans for the HIC with the University’s Resource Centres Monitoring Committee. It was agreed in December 2001 that the Department of Sociology and Social Policy would retain the 50% lectureship but that the remaining 50% salary costs would be absorbed by: (i) necessary dissemination and international networking costs in years 4 and 5, for which the Group had originally under budgeted; (ii) increases in Studentship Costs; and (iii) bridging funds for research staff. Subsequently the Group decided to use £10,000 of the dissemination costs towards the appointment of a Communications Co-ordinator for the final 18 months of the research programme.
· In 2003 we received £15,000 additional sum as a contribution towards a new 18 month post of Communications Co-ordinator. To this we added £9,000 staff costs from the then vacant half-time secretarial post and £10,000 from the part of the Host Institution Contribution that had been designated for dissemination. This re-arrangement worked particularly well with the appointment of the ESRC of a Media Fellow.
· No-cost Extensions:
· We requested from the ESRC to be allowed to move funding of £2,400 for our 5th International Seminar from March 2003 to September 2003. This was because the interviewing, coding and analysis work of the Transnational Kinship Project, to which this seminar was attached, had been delayed in 2002 with the departure of Dr. Hussain and the need to employ interviewers with specialist language skills. It was felt that organising a seminar would be too much of a further disruption. In addition, two of the key speakers from Australia were not available until September 2003. This was allowed and the seminar took place in September 2003.
· We further requested in December 2003 that we be allowed to spend money allocated for a final dissemination event in December 2004 rather than in July 2004 as originally intended. This was because we were already organising a major dissemination event for June 2004 and because Edinburgh University was organising a conference on a topic close to our own in July 2004. The Symposium took place in December 2004.

· Following on from the organisation of our Citizens’ Dialogues, we considered the research opportunities to be gained from having a more extensive testing of some of the data from our qualitative projects through the Leeds Citizens’ Panel. This consists of 1,000 people representative of the city in terms of age, ethnicity, gender, housing tenure and employment status. To conduct a survey would have cost £9,000 and we considered this would provide particularly good added-value to our work. For this reason we applied to the ESRC for this amount, which was granted. However, Leeds City Council decided it needed to reconstitute its panel, which meant a further 9 month delay. We therefore decided to commission QA Market research to do a National Survey to triangulate our findings. This took place in March 2005. The extra cost of the Survey (£1,710 on top of the additional grant of £9,000) was met by the Host Institution Contribution. (See above).
· Staff Costs during No-Cost Extension: Steve Mosby’s contract was extended from October 2004 to March 2005 and Keleigh Groves’s contract was extended from October 2004 to February 2005. Money to pay for these extensions came from the main ESRC grant (and is included in the Salary costs above).
