


Conservative Party Members’ Survey, 2009

The survey was conducted by YouGov using an internet panel of Conservative Party members, in June 2009. A sample of 1690 respondents was recruited, and the data  are not weighted in any way. Note that there are no known population parameters that can be used for the Conservative Party membership's current demographic profile, which renders weighting extremely problematic, if not impossible. In any case, a previous YouGov survey of the party's members conducted at the time of the leadership election in December 2005 produced an extremely accurate prediction of the eventual result on the basis of raw data (ie, to within one percentage point of the actual result). Attempts to weight that data on that occasion made no appreciable difference to the outcome.

The original questionnaire of which the internet survey was based is reported below. Note that in addition to these questions, the dataset Conmember2009Archive.sav includes a number of standard demographic variables.
