Focus group topic guide

1. Many studies show that Romanians or Eastern European workers usually occupy a disadvantaged position on the labour market compared to UK citizens. For example, they face more difficulties in finding work, they find jobs below their qualifications, they are paid less than local workers, they are treated differently at work etc. Do you agree/disagree? Does your own experience support this, or have you had a different experience? Why or why not? Can you give me some examples?
2. Quality of social life. Many migrants say their quality of life changed/decreased significantly after going abroad, in the sense that they work more, have less free time, find it more difficult to make friends. Is this true, has your social life changed compared to Romania, what has your experience been so far? What do you do in your spare time, and what friends have you made? 
3. Compared to your life back in Hungary/Romania, you must have experienced here a larger degree of diversity, you probably met people or immigrants from different background, ethnic minorities. What is your experience with this, what are the advantages and disadvantages of living in such a diverse, multicultural environment?
4. [For Romanians only] How about Romanians’ image in British press? Has it had an impact on you, have you been affected by the fact that Romanians are frequently negatively portrayed and stereotyped, for example thieving, card theft, Roma, all these stories?
