[bookmark: _GoBack]The average person in the UK uses about 150 litres of water per day in and around their home.  
There are two effective systems to save water:
Grey water recycling.  These systems collect wastewater from showers, sinks, baths, washing and dish washing machines and allows you to re-use it for toilet flushing and garden watering.  Typically they can save about 50 litres  per person perday.
Combined Rainwater and Grey water system which saves up to 80 litres per person per day.  This collects rain and grey water independently, stores them seperately and then automaticaly pipes it to wherever it is to be used.  This can include clothes washing, showers, baths and garden watering.  
Rainwater is very soft and pure and its use reduces limescale, which can block your plumbing.
Installation requires specialist fitting of separate tanks and plumbing, which could be located for example in your loft or garden.  A short survey will identify the best location.
Purchase and installation costs will vary and depending on the contract you choose:
	Grey water system from £1500 to £2000
	Combined system from £4500 to £5500

Alternativly you may get offered a combined installation and service contract with or without an upfront installation cost.(like a mobile phone contract),at the end of the period you will own the sysytem.  All systems require regular maintenace.
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Above is an example of a grey water recycling and rainwater harvesting system. Grey water from the shower and washbasin  feeds a small tank near the toilet and is used to flush the toilet, and rainwater from the roof drains to a tank in the garden near the house for garden watering and the washing machine.
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
