	Observatório de Favelas

	Objectives
	The formation of technical/political groups inside low-income communities. Critical communication for the production, register and diffusion of day-to-day experiences and practices present in these communities. The systematisation and collection of information about popular communities (favelas). The elaboration of studies and interventions in the fields of urban violence and human rights. Consultancy to local community groups in he field of social diagnosis. 

	Activities
	Escola Popular de Comunicação Crítica – (Popular School of Critical Communication) vocational course in the different media in communication (printed press, internet, video, photography, radio), establishing local centres of production in the communities of members from the school. Conexões dos Saberes – (Knowledge Connections) network within the university, run by young people who live in the favelas. 

Rotas de Fuga – (Escape Routes) integrated actions for children and young people employed in the drug trade and for their families.

	People 
	The team is made up of researchers and students linked to different academic and community institutions. Its main co-ordinators are inhabitants or former inhabitants of the periphery of Rio de Janeiro who gained an academic qualification but managed to maintain their connection and identity with their place of origin.

	Objectives
	To stimulate the use of audio-visual tools by young people from impoverished backgrounds, as complimentary to their education and reflection on social issues. Create educators through the projects. Promote the creation of images and stories through the perspectives of young people who live in low-income communities in the city, and to promote debates and meetings through their productions. 

	Activities
	Cinema Workshops – courses made up of a variety of subjects (technical production, debates on social and cultural issues). Juntando Gente – (Gathering People) social-educational events of film-screenings followed by debates around the themes shown.  

	People
	Co-ordinators and pedagogical team made up of young people, many from low-income communities, also includes volunteers and teachers from other organisations.

	Objectives
	Create alternatives to drug-trafficking and under-employment in low-income communities, developing issues of citizenship and self-esteem. This is developed through activities that value afro-brazilian culture, and which give visibility to young black people, inhabitants of favelas, with the goal of creating relevant processes of social integration in the city and to multiply the possibilities of similar initiatives. The objective is also to form leaders, social entrepreneurs who come from the favelas. 



	Activities
	Is active in four favelas, its main focus and origin being in Vigário Geral. Work is done through music workshops teaching primarily afro rhythms, as well as workshops involving debates about social, cultural and health issues. Through these workshops music groups are formed, the most famous being the band Afroreggae, who perform all over Brazil and in other countries. Conexões Urbanas – (Urban Connections) a monthly event of shows with a number of prominent artists in low-income areas of the city. 

	People
	A vast team composed of more that 70 people in the areas of administration, communication, pedagogy, as well as local co-ordinators, teachers, psychologists, etc.

	Objectives
	Stimulate the development of a journalism made by and for young people, at a national level, of an educational character, to promote freedom of expression and independent information as an exercise in strengthening the role of young protagonists in the construction of civil society and of its rights.

	Activities
	Workshops on radio journalism including debates about how young people are represented by the traditional media. The workshops took place with more than 20 young people from low-income communities of Rio de Janeiro.

	People
	The co-ordinating group of JJB-Rio was made up of members from a number of NGOS, and invited teachers who took part in the pedagogical aspects of the workshops. 


	Universidade Popular
	

	Objectives
	Offers a pre-university exam course for students from low-income backgrounds, while at the same time envisages the creation of a democratic space of learning in which reflections about this exam, further education and topics around citizenship, society and culture are debated. 

	Activities
	A daily course of the pre-university exam during a whole year in the UERJ campus and in a low-income community for 40 students in each class. The students are encouraged to participate in the co-ordination of the course. 

	People
	The team of 20 ‘guides’ who teach on the 10 subjects of the exam is composed of university students, most of whom are middle class, as well as some ex-students of the course.

	Objectives


	The democratisation of the means of cultural production, as way of intellectual growth for the participants. Beyond the propagation of the Theatre of the Oppressed as a means for this, the activation and the democratic strengthening of citizenship.

	Activities 
	Teatro Legislativo – (Legislative Theatre) through the creation of popular groups of the Theatre of the Oppressed, who produce performances of the Theatre-Forum about day-to-day themes, in free performances, in a variety of public spaces, in order to stimulate discussion about these themes and to obtain suggestions from the audience for the development of ‘Policy Suggestions’. Workshops are carried out in low-income communities, schools, prisons and mental health institutions in which, beyond imparting techniques of cultural production, seek to reflect on local concerns through theatre, and through the formation of ‘jokers’, figures who diffuse the work of the Theatre of the Oppressed.

	People
	The Theatre of the Oppressed is found in a number of states throughout Brazil as well as abroad. In Rio, one of its main centres, it is composed of a large team of jokers and community jokers, co-ordinators and administrators of more than 24 people.

	Objectives
	Contribute so that communication and information include the perspectives of gender and human rights. Strengthening the citizenship of women; in particular through the mobilising potential of radio, especially community radio; as well as the promotion of digital inclusion through access to the use of Information and Communication Technologies; income generating activities and supporting locally developed initiatives by women. 

	Activities
	Núcleo de Produções Fala Mulher – radio production. Creates, produces and disseminates radio programmes, thematic programmes and educational campaigns. Capacitaçao em Radio e Tic’s – capacity building courses designed primarily for three publics: popular communicators who wish to develop the perspective of gender in their radio programmes, leaders of women’s groups who wish to learn about radio production as a tool for mobilisation, networks of young people for whom radio stimulates creativity and the learning of themes important for their development. 

	People
	The core team is made up of 6 individuals with diverse training, focussed on the area of journalism and communication.

	Objectives
	To know first hand what young Brazilians think, feel and how they live. Present a way of making TV and of mobilising the communities of TV Cultura. To know what young people have to say about contemporary themes, how they would like to express themselves and whom they would like to hear their messages. Create a network throughout Brazil for audio-visual production. Open spaces in the programming schedule for the production of ‘inter-programmes’, programmes, campaigns, subjects and documentaries made by young people.  

	Activities
	Offers camera, editing, script-writing, directing, post-production and production workshops. Present to young people a model of audio-visual production, challenging the group to produce pieces for TV by the end of the workshop.

	People
	Professionals from TV production, including those who work in TV Futura.

	Objectives
	The MST was founded in 1984 and from then on the movement has gained strength reaching in the year 2000 a total of 250 thousand settled families and 70 thousand in camps in more than 23 states in Brazil. 

	Activities
	MST understands its role as a social movement as that of organising the impoverished rural workers, raising awareness about their rights and mobilising them to struggle for change. In the 23 states in which the movement is established, it struggles not only for Land Reform but also for the construction of a popular project for Brazil that is base don social justice and human dignity. In the camps and settlements people organise themselves through family groups and sectors: education, health, gender, amongst others. 

	People
	The MST has a National Collective and Regional Secretariats.

	Objectives
	Started in July 2002, the project Strengthening the Family and Community Support Bases for Children and Adolescents has as its goal the support of policies and practices for social inclusion and integrated development of children and adolescents in low-income communities, through the promotion of programmes that strengthen their family and community support bases. This project is the result of a partnership between Instituto PROMUNDO and CIESPI. 

	Activities
	Seeks to develop, systematise and disseminate a project of action with the broad participation from the community that can be adapted and replicated by other initiatives in Brazil and abroad. Beyond this, these experiences serve as empirical reference for the adoption of public policy which move away from the notion of ‘social risk’ to reflect upon an approach which emphasises the development of competencies and potentials of children, young people, families and low-income communities.

	People
	The Community Poles are the centres of the Project in each community where it is developed. In each Pole work ‘Social Guides’ and a Co-ordinator, these are local people who, through a series of workshops and training have come to offer services to the local community support bases, helping them by imparting information and knowledge. The Poles represent a space of encounter and exchange between locals, those representing institutions and visitors in order to discuss and resolve questions around children and adolescents, promoting the development of local networks of protection and education. The Pole is also responsible for the integration of existing support programmes.

	Objectives
	The main mission of the NGO is to preserve and disseminate afro-brazilian cultural heritage and to develop work in education and capacity building together with children and young people who suffer from violence and under-employment. The cultural group Jongo da Serrinha creates artistic groups and raises income through performances made up of children and young people who are part of their training programmes in music, dance and cultural production. In 2001, the Group inaugurated on top of the Morro da Serrinha, the Centro Cultural Jongo da Serrinha (CCJS) where the project Escola de Jongo (Jongo School) takes place.

	Activities
	The political-pedagogical project is based on the preservation of cultural memory and the valorisation of local culture and heritage. Free daily classes on singing, percussion, afro dance, capoeira, popular culture, theatre, art and circus are offered to around 120 students. 

	People
	The team is made up of professionals in the areas of music, dance and cultural production.

	The proposal of the project is the development of many forms of communication which allow young people to express their world-view derived from diverse family and community settings. 

	Activities
	The tools used are the reflection on citizenship using theatre, dance, music, art. Also found here are classes in school support and English.

For instance, the Project Youth Agent for Social and Human Development, which has as its goal offering lessons on citizenship, sexuality, the environment, amongst other activities.  

	People
	A small team co-ordinates these initiatives.

8. For you, what does it mean to participate? 

9. What do you participate in? How do you participate? Do you participate in other projects?

10. For you is it important to participate, why?  

11. Do you learn something when you participate, what, how? 

12. What do you feel when you participate? Do you feel part of something, what?

13. In what would you like to participate? Why don’t you?

14. Are there spaces, places, projects, situations where you have been prevented from participating? Why? Did you think you had the right to participate in this situation, why?
