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The data for this study were collected as part of the research project Implicit Triggers, Identit(ies) and Attitudes to the European Union: An Experimental Approach, funded by UK Economic and Social Research Council (RES-000-22-4348). The project involved an online survey experiment (8 - 13 April 2011). Participants were drawn from a non random online sample (from the YouGov panel of British respondents, and its affiliate in Ireland). YouGov recruits members for its opt-in panel (currently containing over 350,000 respondents) via a variety of methods, such as advertising campaigns on non-political websites and recruitment agencies. When conducting a survey, YouGov draws a relevant sub-group from its panel of respondents by emailing them and asking them to follow an Internet link to the survey.
 In this case, the national samples used in this project (total N=8599) are not representative of the respective regions (Scotland, England, Wales, Northern Ireland, and Britain). 
Participants that agreed to participate in this project were exposed to implicit images of a key European symbol: the EU flag (treatment condition) and then asked a series of questions relating to their attitudes to the European Union. The responses of participants exposed to the EU flag were compared to the responses of participants who saw similar images that had the EU flag removed (control condition).The SPSS file includes contextual information (exposure to images) and survey responses of these participants. Each respondent saw either a control or a treatment (EU related) version of the same photograph (variable name: ‘image’). We used two different photographs, and also used one of these photographs in combination with a short text. The Appendix contains details about the presentation of the visual cues to respondents. 

Design

The online survey included participants who identified themselves as: English, Scottish, Welsh, British or Irish. Participation in each of the five samples was determined by individual responses to a previous online questionnaire (YouGov omnibus survey, March 2011), which included a national identity question. The screening identity questions asked:

[If resident in the UK:] “If you had to choose just one, which of the following words best describes the way you think of yourself?” [British/English/Scottish/Welsh/Other]

[If resident in Ireland:] “Many people think of themselves as being part of a particular nationality, for example as French or American or whatever. Do you think of yourself as Irish or as belonging to some other nationality, or do you not think of yourself in this way? I think of myself as…”[Irish/Another nationality/I don't think of myself in this way]
Based on responses to the above question, participants were initially assigned into one of the five identity groups/samples: British, English, Scottish, Welsh, and Irish (variable name: ‘countryish’). Using this stratification by national identity, during April 2011 we conducted a series of online survey experiments. Respondents from each of the five national identity samples were randomly exposed to different versions of a photograph. The surveys were administered by YouGov (and its affiliate in Ireland). 

Variables are documented in the order in which they appear in the dataset. The stratification and contextual variables (national stratification question based on March 2011 survey, and exposure to image based on actual survey experiment) appear first.
The data set was constructed by YouGov and edited and documented by Stratos Patrikios, School of Government and Public Policy, University of Strathclyde.

In April 2011, participants were invited to take part in an online survey titled ‘Social Trends Survey 2011’. The title was designed to make no reference to political issues/current affairs or the EU, in order to avoid attracting participants that were either overly interested in politics or held strong opinions on the EU. Before completing a short online questionnaire, participants were presented with an introductory page. The introductory page contained the survey title, followed by a large photograph, which was in turn followed by instructions. The short questionnaire that followed contained questions on the EU and, in the end, some personal questions (group attachment and demographics). 
The photograph was accompanied by this instruction: ‘Please click on the photo above to proceed to the survey’. To ensure that respondents paid at least some attention to the image, respondent could proceed to the survey only by clicking on the centre of the image. Respondents could not move backwards in the online survey.
