The shared data comprises 4 excel files, each for one of the groups reported in the manuscript and analysed analogously.
1. Main experiment, cartoon group
2. Main experiment, photo group
3. Supplementary experiment, cartoon group
4. Supplementary experiment, cartoon group


Each excel file contains 6 spreadsheets:
1. data – the raw data, imported directly from Presentation logfiles.
2. RTs gaze – pivot table, which computes each participants mean response times in gaze at objects trials, depending on Block (block 1, block 2) and whether the cue appeared on a preferred (looked at) or non-preferred (not looked at) object. Data on the left are the raw output from the pivot table. Data on the left are identical, but with participants fulfilling the exclusion criteria already removed. 
3. [bookmark: _GoBack]RTs straight – pivot table, which computes each participants mean response times in gaze straight trials, depending on Block (block 1, block 2) and whether the cue appeared on a preferred (typically looked at) or non-preferred (typically not looked at) object. Data on the left are the raw output from the pivot table. Data on the left are identical, but with participants fulfilling the exclusion criteria already removed.
4. Error% gaze – pivot table, which computes each participants error rate (number of error responses divided by total number of valid trials in this condition) in the gaze at objects trials, depending on Block (block 1, block 2) and whether the cue appeared on a preferred (looked at) or non-preferred (not looked at) object. Data on the left are the raw numbers of errors and correct responses from the pivot table. Data on the right are the calculated error rates, with participants fulfilling the exclusion criteria already removed.
5. Error% straight– pivot table, which computes each participants error rate (number of error responses divided by total number of valid trials in this condition) in the g in gaze straight trials, depending on Block (block 1, block 2) and whether the cue appeared on a preferred (typically looked at) or non-preferred (typically not looked at) object. Data on the left are the raw numbers of errors and correct responses from the pivot table. Data on the right are the calculated error rates, with participants fulfilling the exclusion criteria already removed.
6. RTs z – Each participant’s mean response time and standard deviation across straight and gaze trials, used to exclude trials with RTs > 3SD of the overall mean (see description of the data sheet below).
7. Notes – Descriptions of the columns in the data sheet in each excel file (this description is identical for each sheet).
