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Background notes on the semi-structured interviews
The project explored the relationships between marriage migration and integration, focusing on the two largest UK ethnic groups involved in transnational marriages with partners from their parents’ or grandparents’ countries of origin: British Pakistani Muslims and British Indian Sikhs. The project employed mixed methods: analysis of existing survey data (Labour Force Survey, Born in Bradford); and qualitative research with married British Pakistani Muslim and British Indian Sikh men and women, and migrant spouses from India and Pakistan, including both transnational marriages (involving migrants) and intranational marriages (between co-ethnics born/raised in the UK). 
Data was collected between October 2013 and March 2015. Interview participants were recruited in Bradford, the Midlands, Bristol, Leeds and London via contacts with local organisations and individuals, and snow-balling. The data archived here are the interview transcripts from the recorded interviews (some were not recorded on the request of the participant). 
The semi-structured interviews were designed to cover processes in five domains of integration, with sections on life before and after marriage (see Interview Schedule). In order to expand the data available on identity, participants were also asked to complete a ‘Who am I?’ (WAI) sheet, which asked them to fill in 5 terms which they felt reflected their identity (for other studies using this methodology see Kanagawa et al 2011).

Ethical approval for the study was obtained from the University of Bristol Faculty of Social Sciences and Law Research Ethics Committee.

MH = migrant husband, 
MW = migrant wife, 
BH = British born/raised husband, 
BW = British born/raised wife.

4. A number to differentiate from other interviews in this category.

For example: 

MPF_BH_1 = Migrant Pakistani Muslim woman with British Pakistani husband, interviewee 1 from this category of interviewees
