Participant Information Sheet
The UK Citizenship Process: Exploring Immigrants' Experiences
What is this project about?
The study, funded by the Economic and Social Research Council, will explore how immigrants experience current immigration and integration policies in the UK. Through a focus on the “Life in the UK Test” (introduced in 2005), the study will analyse how immigration and integration policies are actually implemented, how they are perceived by immigrants, and what their concrete consequences are for them.

Who should take part?

We would like to speak to spokespeople for migrant-focused organisations, community colleges and other organisations providing test training. We would also like to speak to caseworkers, migrants taking the ‘Life in the UK’ test or ESOL with Citizenship courses, migrants who have not been successful in passing the test, participants in citizenship ceremonies.
What is my role?

We would like to speak with you for about an hour.  We will ask you about your views of the test, the preparation process, their effectiveness and purpose, and the experiences of undergoing the process. 
Ethical Considerations

All information collected will remain confidential and anonymous.  It will not be possible to identify you or any other participants in the final report. Please note that you can stop the interview at any time, or choose not to answer certain questions.  You can also withdraw from the study at any time.

Who will have access to the results?

The research team – Kamran Khan, Leah Bassel, Pierre Monforte, David Bartram and Barbara Misztal – will be the only people who will have access to the raw data. Data will be stored in a secured area.  All audio recordings will be destroyed once transcribed and all names and details about individuals and organizations changed during the transcription process.  Fully anonymised data will be shared in the UK Data archive and used in the final report and other publications. 
We are committed to providing you with the final outcomes of the study and to discuss with you the implications this might have on your work.
