The appropriateness, usefulness and impact of the current urban planning curriculum in South African Higher Education

Statement of informed consent


The research is a full scale study that explores the appropriateness, usefulness and impact of the current higher education urban planning curriculum and its associated teaching methods. Beyond carrying out this assessment, the proposed research aims to reflect more widely on its implications for students both from Africa and the wider Global South; this is especially important, given the recent increase in overseas' students registering on planning-related courses in the UK. This research draws upon the hypothesis that an increased focus on the Global South in teaching and training will create more socially-inclusive outcomes. Developing a critical and reflective understanding of post-colonial planning education in South Africa and Africa more widely is crucial to establishing how important the discipline is in structuring local and regional economic development, addressing community welfare and thinking about adequate tools and policy to address and alleviate poverty. This research is the first comprehensive study aiming to deconstruct the South African urban planning curriculum at undergraduate and postgraduate level, in order to draw broader lessons for Africa and the UK. It is positioned at the crossover of urban planning and geography and has been developed in the close partnership with the two planning accreditation bodies, SACPLAN in SA and RTPI in the UK.

[bookmark: _GoBack]As part of our impact strategy, we will be producing five 15-minute films will be made available via the websites of the project and key partners (SACPLAN/RTPI), as well as being hosted on YouTube. Each film will be produced with the aim of being used as a teaching material for various audiences and age ranges, hence targeting secondary school teachers as well as HE students and practitioners. These online evidence-based resources will address specific sub-topics (e.g. diversity in housing in a post-colonial context; tackling urban poverty; tackling spatial segregation and spatial inequality). By taking part in the filming, you give consent to be identified by name within the video.

The filming setting will take place in an environment you feel comfortable with (i.e. office setting or outdoors in front of a particular urban feature). Filming duration should be a maximum of one hour.

In addition to being posted online, the films will also be stored on the UK Data Service whose collection includes major UK government-sponsored surveys, cross-national surveys, longitudinal studies, UK census data, international aggregate, business data, and qualitative data. Data users can browse UK Data Service collections online and register to analyse and download them while the Open Data collections are available for anyone to use. Filming data will be collected, stored and managed in line with the Data Protection Act (1998) Participation is entirely voluntary and participants can ask at any time, up to 3 months after the completion of the task, for the recordings to be excluded from the project and all copies destroyed.
