Emergecey event discription Farmers and lorry drivers block the main oil distribution hubs throughout the U.K. Fuel shortages cause 

restrictions in public services as petrol stations close.

Foot and Mouth disease spreads throughout the U.K, resulting in the culling of over six million sheep and cows. Fire-fighters go on strike to force negotiations based on their demands of a salary increase to an average £30k a year. A series of four coordinated suicide attacks hit sites of 

Western interest in Turkey. 


Sixty one fatalities.

Four Islamic extremists detonate homemade bombs on three Underground trains and one bus in London.


Fifty-six people fatalities.

The Transatlantic Aircraft plot was a terrorist plot to detonate liquid explosions on aircraft between the U.K, U.S. and Canada. Two cars are found with unexploded bombs in central 

London, one in Haymarket and the other outside the nightclub Tiger Tiger.

Ten members of Lashkar-e-Taiba, an Islamist extremist terror organisation from Pakistan, carried out twelve coordinated attacks across Mumbai, India.


One-hundred and seventy five fatalities.

The  ongoing global pandemic of swine flu was first detected in the U.K in April 2009. 


Three hundred and ninety two fatalities.

For six days, ash clouds from the Eyjafjallajökull volcano in Iceland, erupts and disrupted air travel across Europe. British citizens evacuated from Libya as civil war breaks out in an attempt to oust Muammar Gaddafi. A proposed strike over health and safety standards, was organised by the Unite trade union. The strike was called off at the last minute. Expat workers held hostage at Tigantourine gas plant by Al-Qaeda-linked terrorists affiliated with a brigade led by Mokhtar Belmokhtar.


Sixty seven fatalities

Attacks on Charlie Hebdo magazine and Jewish supermarket in Paris. Twelve fatalities Three coordinated suicide bombings occurred in 

Belgium: two at Brussels Airport in Zaventem, and one at Maalbeek metro station in central Brussels.

Khalid Masood drove a car into pedestrians on the pavement along the south side of Westminster Bridge and Bridge Street.

A car drives into the entrance of Glasgow Airport and explodes. Two viable bombs were found on two 

separate UPS cargo planes travelling from Yemen to the U.S. They were discovered during a routine stopover in the U.K.

The large earthquake, the largest ever recorded in 

Japan, lasted six minutes and resulted in a major tsunami which caused the Fukushima Daiichi nuclear disaster.


19,747 fatalities.

In response to U.S. concerns over security, the U.K. government convene COBR to bolster security, one aspect of which involved placing anti-aircraft guns on the roof of a housing estate in east London. British Army soldier, Fusilier Lee Rigby, was attacked and killed by Michael Adebolajo and Michael Adebowale near the Royal Artillery Barracks in Woolwich, south-east London. Passenger flight from Amsterdam to Kuala Lumpur was shot down while flying over eastern Ukraine.

National Health Service workers proposed strike action to force negotiations based on their demands of a 1% pay rise. 19-tonne cargo truck was deliberately driven into crowds of people celebrating Bastille Day on the Promenade des Anglais in Nice, France.

targeted in a ransomware attack.

Greece did not leave the E.U. Coup d’état attempted by a faction of Turkish militrary, against state institutions, including the government and President Recep Tayyip Erdoğan.
