User Guide – Autistic Adults Online Interview Dataset
Content
The dataset consists of 27 interview transcripts, 1 information sheet that was distributed to participants at the start of the study, 1 interview consent form that was distributed prior to the interviews, 2 Interview Questions Guide which contains the interview questions that were asked (thought note these were semi-structured interviews and not all questions will have been asked in every interview) and this user guide.
The interviews were transcribed by a transcription service called TranscribeIt and the date of transcription is available on the opening page of each interview.

Labelling of Transcripts
The transcripts are named following the participants’ codes. The codes should be interpreted as follows. The letter indicates whether the participant has a Facebook profile (F), a Twitter profile (T), or both (TF). The number is the order of recruitment. Do note that some numbers are missing as not all participants gave consent for archival of their interviews.
23 interviews were conducted via videocall, these are only named by participant code.
4 interviews were conducted via email, and therefore the participant wrote their responses. These are named as [Participant code] – Written.

Data Collection Method
Participants were invited for semi-structured interviews via email. A choice was given to participants to conduct interviews via a videocalling platform of their choice (Zoom, Teams, Skype) or via email to accommodate autistic preference for non-verbal communication. Participants were also able to leave their cameras off which some chose to do. Interviews lasted between 30 and 90 minutes in duration, with most interviews around 60 minutes.
